TEXT ANALYSIS ROUNDTABLE

One-act plays by Tennessee Williams

We’ll sit in a circle, texts in hand, and slug our way through an assigned play.  The first texts from which we will be working are found in 27 Wagons Full of Cotton by Tennessee Williams.  Each section will be assigned one of the following one-act plays for in-class analysis:

1) The Long Goodbye –Group 1A
2) Talk To Me Like The Rain--Group 1B
3) 27 Wagons Full of Cotton--Group 1C

Preparation should include purchase of the compilation 27 Wagons Full of Cotton, which contains all three plays, and a detailed examination/reading of your assigned play.

Although you will be assigned only one play for the round table discussions, you should read all three plays.  Upon completion of your assigned play you may be asked to write a one-page essay on how the other two one-acts are both similar and dissimilar, using the analysis techniques learned in the round table discussions.
